• Mid-year high school transcript (a scanned version is acceptable) 

• Two references from a non-related member of the community (at least one must be a teacher). 
Please make sure to ask the person before listing them as a reference. Referents can fill out the 
reference form and submit or email it directly to bcornwellscholarship@gmail.com; including 
the student's name in the subject line. The reference must address the following: 

o How the reference knows you. 
o The length of time reference has known you. 
o What are your personal qualities that make you a good choice to receive the 

scholarship? 
o The reference will tell us something about you that we can't find in the transcript that 

makes you stand out. 

o The reference will describe your academic potential. 
o Provide any other information we should know about you. 

 

Scholarship Award: 

Our selection committee will rank the applicants based upon the applicant’s GPA, difficulty of classes 

taken, activities outside of the classroom, demonstration of curiosity and love of learning, and 

academic potential. A winner will be announced in May 2023. Funds will go directly to the learning 

institution where the student matriculates.
